Traffic issues surrounding ARE Elementary have been a safety concern to all for the
last few years, with the problem increasing as our population continues o grow. I
would like to highlight fwo areas of concern that must be addressed in a timely
manner.

First, to address safety and congestion, I ask that the front driveway only be used
for drop-off and pick-ups with no stopping for extended periods or parking. Parents
with handicap decals and daycare buses will be permitted to stop/park in the front.

Second, I'd like to emphasize that the back parking lot is strictly for staff use with
the exception of the handicap spots at the back of the lot that may be used by those
parents with handicap decals for students who need to be dropped off/picked up at
the back of the school. If you're unsure where you should be dropping off your child
(the driveway or the back of the school), please consult with your classroom and/or
support teacher. We ask that other parent vehicles not to enter the lot which will
cause further congestion in an already busy parking lot.

I thank you in advance for your support and cooperation as we all have the same goal
in mind: the safety of our community, including students, parents, and staff. Please
don't hesitate to contact me at the school if you have any questions.
