“Our Indigenous youth are the changemakers of generations past who have lived through 
the years of oppression endured by the introduction of the Indian act. The youth of this 
generation are our future, this is a call out to our Aboriginal, Indigenous, Inuit, Metis, and 
Inuvialuit students, to come “together” (via zoom for now), to be one heart, one hand, and 
one mind. We will support our students in initiatives that bring awareness to the needs of 
our communities, including issues that impact our people and the natural world. By 
providing a space to be empowered to develop their leadership, advocacy, critical thinking, 
and lifestyle skills, by supporting their school, community and society.
