· Policy Update: SD42 Policy #10600 has been revised. Notable change: updated language on liability, which had been a concern for some PACs in the 2024–2025 school year.
· Supporting All Learners Report: Annual report now available on the SD42 website. The district’s focus areas for 2025–2026 are:  Literacy, numeracy, and graduation & Priority populations
· New District Framework: “Framework for Responding to Disruptions in Classes/Schools” introduced. Goal: provide staff and families with clarity on handling significant incidents with compassion, consistency, and a focus on safety.
· Canadian Parents for French (CPF): Parents encouraged to sign up for membership via cpf.ca. Membership numbers support funding. Site includes many events of interest.
· Custodial Support: CUPE is exploring the option of having daytime custodians in schools.
